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SALESNET – STOCK ORDERS – ADVANCED ORDERS IMPROVEMENTS 

1 INTRODUCTION 

SalesNet “Advanced Stock Orders” functionality allows wholesalers sell future ‘incoming’ stock via stock 

order entry. 

A new custom “Advanced Order Configuration” feature has been added to improve the visibility of 

incoming purchase order stock and their expected delivery dates. This is an optional setting that can be 

activated.  

 

2 BENEFITS 

 Wholesalers can sell indent products on stock catalogues  

 Improved visibility for retailers when future stock will be delivered 

 Scalability – Can use any product or product / colour reference to show / hide free stock 

 

3 ASSUMPTIONS / LIMITATIONS 

 When the custom advanced configuration feature is on, standard SalesNet Advanced order 

functionality must be turned off (i.e. ShowIncomingStock = False). 

 Future Stock for Product Listing is NOT calculated based on the Web Store Stock Set up GIT / 

FutureStockFormula. 

 Unlinked quantity in product details is calculated based on purchase order due dates and ‘Periods’. 

This calculation is not configurable. 

 Product details doesn’t exclude colours that have a product or product / colour reference filled in, 

but do NOT have a matching product launch date in the GIT. All colours shown. 

 

4 SETUP 

It is recommended that an Apparel21 consultant assist with the setup of this functionality. 

 

5 DESCRIPTION / USAGE 

 SYSTEM PARAMETER - ADVANCED ORDER CONFIGURATION 

“Advanced Order Configuration” system parameter is used to activate this feature. This is found under 

System Parameters / SalesNet. 

Selecting a “Period” activates this functionality. Periods are configured in Code Maintenance / Periods. 

These periods are used to display ‘delivery dates’ on product details page. 
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Purchase Order filters can be used to control what PO stock should be exposed to SalesNet for use in 

advanced stock ordering. If none specified, ‘free’ quantity (i.e. unlinked) on all purchase orders for the 

warehouse is exposed. 

Purchase order filters are also considered when linking stock orders to purchase orders when orders are 

submitted. 
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 WEB CONFIGURATION SETTING TO ACTIVATE CUSTOM ADVANCED STOCK ORDERS 

 

Activating the custom advanced stock orders feature requires the following web configuration settings in 

Deployment Console to be configured. 

 

 

ShowIncomingStock Must be false so that standard ‘advanced orders’ functionality is disabled. 

 

ShowNoStock  Must be set to False if want to suppress products with no current free stock 

and hide products (with future launch dates) that have current free stock. 

When set to True displays out of stock products as ‘No Stock’ on the product 

listing page. 

 

ShowFutureStock  Must be set to True to display products that have free units on incoming POs in 

SalesNet / product listing page. 

 

 GENERIC INTERFACE TRANSLATION - PRODUCTLAUNCHDATE 

A product or product / colour reference can be used to map a reference to a “Date” to drive the custom 

advanced stock orders functionality. The GIT MUST BE named as “ProductLaunchDate”. 
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GIT Name GIT must be named as “ProductLaunchDate”. 

SalesNet custom advanced orders functionality is driven by this GIT name. 

Table Must be PRODUCTLAUNCHDATE 

Available to workgroup Specify workgroups that can configure values in the GIT 

FROM 

Name Specify a name as per the product or product / colour reference used to drive 

this functionality  

Column Name Can be any custom name. Usually is a name that refers to the reference used. 

Type Must be Number 

Validation Type Must be set to Refcode 

Search Name Select a reference group that’s on a product or product / colour reference 

used to drive this functionality  

Search Index Auto populated based on the search name 

Unique Must be ticked 

TO 

Name Date 

Column Name Can be any custom name 

Type Must be “Date” type 

Validation Type Specify none 
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Eg: 

Product colour reference “IntroDate” is used in the below example. 

 

The ‘Date’ value specified in the ‘To’ column is used to decide if free stock should be shown for products 

that have a future launch date. 

 

 WEB CONFIGURATION SETTINGS – MAXSTOCKTHRESHOLD 

In Deployment Console, configure “MaxStockThreshold” if want to cap the maximum quantity available for 

ordering against a SKU. When this is set, users can only enter a quantity up to the specified value. If the free 

quantity exceeds the MaxStockThreshold, the quantity is displayed with a +. 

When “MaxStockThreshold” is used, “LowStockThreshold” config is ignored. 

This setting can only be used when ‘Advanced Order Configuration’ functionality is in use. 

Eg: If MaxStockThreshold is 20 and free quantity is 30, SalesNet shows 20+. 
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6 DESCRIPTION 

 

SalesNet Stock Orders / Product Details page has been changed to communicate free now and incoming 

stock split by period. 

 ‘Available Now’ represents free stock available for immediate delivery.  Allocated stock on flow / 

reservation orders are included in available now if using advanced flow functionality. 

 Future stock is shown ‘grouped’ by the period specified in the system parameter. If there are 

multiple Purchase Orders or purchase order lines within the same period, they will be grouped, 

and a combined quantity is available for future delivery. 

 The price shown against each period is the price as at the delivery date shown to the customer and 

NOT the price of the purchase order line due date.   
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 PRODUCT DELIVERY DATE RULES 

The product available dates (delivery dates) are calculated using purchase order line due dates, product 

launch date and ‘period’ configured in the system parameter (i.e. Monthly, GL etc.).

 AVAILABLE QUANTITY RULES 

 Free stock for Products with a future launch date is suppressed from ‘Available Now’. This stock is 

available for immediate delivery AFTER the product has been launched (i.e. Launch Date + 1). 

 

 Incoming stock on PO is grouped by period and PO line due date and shown against the relevant 

due date.  See Product Delivery Date Rules on what dates are shown to the customer. 

 

 MaxStockThreshold configuration setting caps the quantity displayed and available to order for 

each sku. This replaces the previous Low stock threshold configuration setting. 

 

 If available stock is above this threshold, stock displayed as [Threshold]+. E.g. Threshold is 50, 

Available Stock is 65. ‘50+’ will be displayed in SalesNet.  

 

 When stock drops below this threshold, it is displayed as a [SOH] left. E.g. Threshold is 50, Available 

stock is 40. ‘40 left’ will be displayed in SalesNet.  

 

 When stock drops to 0 or negative, ‘No stock’ is displayed.  

 

 The customer can’t order more than the threshold in a single order. The error “Only X can be  

Purchased” is shown to the customer. 

 

 Threshold applies to both Free Now (including Reservation Draw Down) and Free later stock.  

 

 SALES ORDER DUE DATES  

The delivery date becomes the Due and Cancel dates of the sales orders. Separate sales orders are created 

for each period grouped by the ‘period’. 
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 LIVE STOCK CHECK 

If ‘Live’ stock check setting is activated, this is done on product details page and on order submit against 

every delivery month.  
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Stock position changes are presented with an error and the delivery month is highlighted in red. 

 

 

 SALES ORDERS LINKING AND ALLOCATION 

 When custom advanced orders is in use, standard AP21 stock and order linking rules do not get 

used for linking sales orders to purchase orders. Sales to purchase order linking is done based on 

‘periods’ and purchase order references configured in the system parameter. 

 

 Sales Orders are linked to the earliest available purchase order in the relevant month. 

Eg: 

Purchase Order 1, PO Line Due Date = 8th August 2019, Free qty = 12 

Purchase Order 2, PO Line Due Date = 14th August 2019, Free qty = 8 

Date presented to the customer = 2nd September 2019 

Quantity presented to customer for 2nd September 2019 = 12 + 8 = ‘20 left’ 

Customer enters quantity = 18 

12 units get linked to PO 1 and 6 units linked to PO 2 

 

 Standard linking rules will run AFTER custom linking rules to allocate ‘Available Now’ quantity from 

free stock.  
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 TECHNICAL NOTES 

Salesnet_products.CheckForUpdates user job calculates the free now stock and future stock. Any products 

with a future product launch date are NOT exposed as ‘free’. 

Salesnet_products.CheckForUpdates user job has been changed to look at the “Advanced Order 

Configuration” System Parameter / Purchase Order filters to determine what purchase orders need to be 

exposed to SalesNet. 

Future Stock for Product Listing is NOT calculated based on the Web Store Stock Set up GIT / 

FutureStockFormula. This is calculated based on the sum of ‘unlinked’ purchase order quantity that satisfies 

the purchase order filters in the system parameter. 

Unlinked purchase order quantity in product details is calculated based on purchase order due dates and 

‘GL periods’.
